It is with great enthusiasm that I introduce you to our 2017- 2018 STEM/NBET Management Plan.  I designed this document to outline the expectations that I have for all of my students, as well as to help both students and parents understand what guidelines must be followed in order to have a smooth and enjoyable experience in my class throughout the year.
I strongly believe that the number one reason why you are in school is to LEARN!  With this in mind, I want all of my students to adhere to this management plan to ease the learning process.  It is extremely difficult for both, the teacher and the student, to focus on the academics when any of the following guidelines are not being followed.  For this reason, please take the time to review and discuss this document with your parents.        

Homework Policy
Homework will be assigned Monday through Thursday, and occasionally on Fridays.  It is the student’s responsibility to write down the assigned homework assignments in their “STUDENT PLANNER” every day.  Your parents are also required to sign your planner on a daily basis, acknowledging that they have checked your homework for that particular day.
All Assignments must be turned in on the dates that are due.  No late work will be accepted. 
If a student is absent, it is the student’s responsibility to ask classmates what assignments were missed during the days that he/she was absent.  It is also his/her responsibility to ask the teacher for all the necessary worksheets.
Grading Policy
All students must earn their grades.  In order to earn and “A” for their final semester grades, the student must turn in 6th grade quality work in the majority of the assignments.  We will use the following four-point scale system for grading.
